In the event of severe terrestial or celestial catastrophes;
or in case of terrorist attack on Muslims by enemies, or
when there is lots of bloodshed or if any plague has
spread out then for protection and salvation in the second
ra’kat of fard (obligatory) Fajr salaat before bending for
rukoo’ the Imaam (the one who leads the salaat) and
muqtadee (the ones who are reading behind the Imaam)
should read Qunoot-e-Naazilah in a low voice. If the
Imaam reads Qunoot-e-Naazilah out loud then the
followers (muqtadee) should only say aameen in a low
voice.

First read Du‘aa-e-Qunoot which is also read in the
witr of ‘Ishaa salaat:

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This salaat (prayer) has uncountable rewards and it
consists of 4 rak‘aat. It can be read at anytime except
during the prohibited times of salaat. It is preferable
to read before Zuhr salaat. The method of performing
it is as follows:

After the first Takbeer-e-Tahreemah (Al-Laahu

Akbar)             recite Sanaa (Subh.aanakal-Laahum-ma)

then recite the Kalimah as written below

15 times:

Subh.aanal-Laahi Wal h.amdu Lil-Laahi Wa Laa Ilaaha Il-
lal-Laahu Wal Laahu Akbar

Then recite Ta‘aw-wuz (‘Auz..oo Bil-Laah)

and Tasmiyah (Bismil-Laah)              then Soorah
Faatihah.

Then any Soorah or 3 Quraani aa’yaat

Then recite this Kalimah 10 times

Then in rukoo‘ (bending with your hands on your
knees) after the Tasbeeh of rukoo’ (Subh.aana Rab-

biyal ‘Az..eem)                 recite this Kalimah 10
times.

Then when in qumaa (while standing up), after
Tasbeeh and Tahmeed (Sami‘ al-Laahu Liman H. amidah,
Rab-banaa Lakal H.amd)
recite this Kalimah 10 times

Then in sajdah(prostration) and after reciting
Tasbeeh (Subh.aana Rab-biyal A‘laa)

recite this Kalimah 10 times

Then after rising from sajdah(prostration)and in
jalsah (sitting position between two prostrations)
recite this Kalimah 10 times.

Then in the second sajdah (prostration) after
Tasbeeh recite this Kalimah 10 times

Then in the second rak’at before Soorah Faatihah
recite the Kalimah 15 times.

In the same order complete the remaining
three rak‘aat. The Kalimah will be recited 75 times
in each rak‘at and 300 times total after four rak‘aat.

SALAAT-UT-TASBEEH
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Istikhaarah simply means seeking guidance from Allaah
Ta‘aalaa, meaning whenever one intends to do an
important task, before doing so, performs Istikhaarah.
The person who does Istikhaarah requests in the court
of Allaah Ta’aalaa, “O Enlightened of the Unseen, indicate
to me if doing this particular task is good for me or not.”

Method of performing Istikhaarah:
First offer 2 rak‘aat salaat in the following manner:

In the first rak‘at read Soorah Faatihah and then
read Soorah Kaafiroon.

In the second rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah read
Soorah Ikhlaas and then after the salaam read the
following du’aa:

After reading the above supplications sleep with ablution
and facing the Qiblah. Read durood shareef and Soorah

SALAAT-UL-ISTIKHAARAH
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Faatihah before and after the du’aa. In your dream, if
you see something white or green then you should think
it is good and if you see something red or black then you
should think it as bad and guard yourself from it. It is
better to tell the dream to an Aalim-e-Haq (teacher of
the truth) to find out the correct interpretation. It is better
to do Istikhaarah seven times.

When anything important is desired then thoroughly do
wuzu (ablution) and read 2 rak‘aat of salaat. Now read
hamd o sanaa (praise and glorification) of Allaah Ta‘aalaa
and send durood (salutations) to the holy Prophet
(S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) and then while keeping the
need in mind read the following supplication:

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When you sleep at night after ‘Ishaa salaat and then
wake up, whether you slept for a minute, and perform
salaat, this is called Tahaj-jud, it has great rewards. It
comprises of at least 2 or at the most 12 rak’aat. After
fard (obligatory) salaat, the most distinguished salaat is
this salaat of the night, Tahaj-jud.

The method of performing this salaat is as follows:

In every first rak’at of the Tahaj-jud salaat read
Soorah Ikhlaas 5 times.

In every second rak’at of the Tahaj-jud salaat
read Soorah Ikhlaas 3 times.

It is better to sleep after ‘Ishaa salaat and then wake
up in the last quarter of the night and read Tahaj-jud.
After this read durood shareef until Fajr.

SALAAT-UT-TAHAJ-JUD

A secret that escapes the lips of two will spread;
and knowledge not written is lost.

SALAAT-UL-GHAUSIYAH

Mahboob-e-Subhaani Saiy-yidinaa Ghaus-e-A‘zam
(Rad. iyal-Laahu ‘Anhu) states:
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“If anyone has any need, he should perform 2 rak‘aat in
such a way that in each rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah
read Soorah Ikhlaas 11 times, and after the salaat send
abundant durood and salaam to the beloved holy Prophet
(S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam).

“Then take 11 steps toward Baghdad Shareef (i.e. in the
direction of Baghdad, Iraq), call my name (Saiyyidinaa
Ghaus-e-A‘zam) and express your need, and with my
waseelah (mediation) pray to Allaah. It is my belief that
Allaah Ta‘aalaa will surely bestow the needy one.”

For the success of very important and righteous purposes
two special salaat are given below:

1. After half of the night do wuzu (ablution) and
then in a clean place (room) where there is no one
at that time read 4 rak‘aat salaat as follows:

In the 1st rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah read Soorah
Ikhlaas 10 times

In the 2nd rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah read Soorah
Ikhlaas 20 times

In the 3rd rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah read Soorah
Ikhlaas 30 times

In the 4th rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah read Soorah
Ikhlaas 40 times

Then after salaam, facing the Qiblah read Soorah
Ikhlaas 50 times

Then read the following:
Laa H.aula Wa Laa Quw-wata Il-laa bil-Laah ‘Aleey-yil
‘Az..eem 70 times

Read 100 rak‘aat (two rak’at at a time) in such a way
that in each rak‘at after Soorah Faatihah read Soorah
Ikhlaas 10 times.

Try to read Salaat-ul-Khaier in every holy night. Allaah
Kareem fulfills 70 needs of that person who reads this
salaat. The lowest need being that if one performs this
salaat with devotion and love, Allaah Kareem will grant
forgiveness to that person.

SPECIAL PRAYERS

SALAAT-UL-KHAIER
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Then read the following:
Astagh firul-Laaha Rab-bee Min Kul-li Z.amb-biñw-Wa
Atoobu Ilaieh 70 times

Then without counting read durood shareef several times
and then with sincere humility pray in the court of Allaah.
In Shaa Allaah your legitimate desires will be fulfilled.

2. Either in the day or at night, read 12 rak‘aat
nawaafil, 2 rak’aat at a time. In the last rak‘at after At-
tah.iy-yaat, do hamd o sanaa (praise and glorification) of
Allaah Ta’aalaa and present the gift of durood shareef
in the court of the holy Prophet (S. al-lal Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-

lam) then in the position of sajdah (prostration) read the
following:

Soorah Faatihah 7 times
Aayat-ul-Kursee 7 times

Then read the following words:

Laa Ilaaha Il-lal-Laahu Wah. dahu Laa Shareeka Lahu
Wa Lahul Mulku Wa Lahul H.amdu Wa huwa ‘Alaa Kul-li
Shaie’in Qadeer. 10 times

Then read this du’aa:

Now ask for the fulfillment of your need. Then raise
your head from sajdah and say salaam on the right
and left.

Raghaaib, is the plural of ragheebah which means infinite
blessing. Hazrat Sultaan ul Mashaa’ikh Saiyyidinaa
Nizaam-ud-Deen Auliyaa Mahboob-e-Ilaahee (Rad. iyal-

Laahu ‘Anhu) taught us this salaat to recieve Allaah
Ta’aalaa’s special and unlimited grace and favours.

On the first Thursday of the month of Rajab keep a fast
in the day. Then at the start of the evening that is between
Thursday and Friday i.e. after performing Maghrib salaat
on Thursday read 12 rak‘aat nawaafil salaat, 2 rak‘aat
at a time as follows:

Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam)), Ahl-e-Baiet-e-At-haar (the family
of the beloved holy Prophet (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam)),
Sahaaba-e-Kiraam (the holy companions of the beloved
holy Prophet, (S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam)), Shuhadaah-
e-Islaam (the martyrs of Islaam), Auliyaa-e-‘Uz-zaam
(the great friends of Allaah) and all the Mu’mineen,

Mu’minaat (faithful believers of Islaam).

Especially, send this reward to the soul of [take the name
of a particular person whom you especially want to send

this reward to]. With this reward, elevate his/her status
and make his/her soul happy.”

After this do du‘aa (supplication) for yourself and everyone
else.

Remember, this nazr, niyaaz (gift or offering) for Meelaad
Shareef, Giyaarhween Shareef or Faatihah Shareef of
Auliyaa Allaah (friends of Allaah) is a blessing for
everyone. However it is better that any food which is
presented for Ieesaal-e-Sawaab (forwarding of rewards)
to a departed relative, is served to the poor, needy or to
travellers.

“Yaa Ilaahal ‘Aalameen!
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Manner of Visiting the Shrines
(Mazaaraat) of the Holy Saints

 If your parents are dead, then you should visit their
graves every Friday. If their graves are in a different city
then whenever you are there, you should visit their
graves. From your home, do Faatihah Khuwaani for
Ieesaal-e-Sawaab (forwarding of rewards) to them daily.

 The shrines of Auliyaa Allaah (friends of Allaah)
are special places for bestowing the blessing of Allaah.
Visiting them and going there to do du‘aa (supplication)
is a reason of auspiousness.

 It is better to go with wuzu (ablution) from home. If
wuzu (ablution) breaks then you should do wuzu (ablution)
again before entering the holy shrine. Then respectfully
do your presentation.

 First of all, once there, pay salaam (salutation) to
the Saahib-e-Mazaar (Master of the shrine). If anyone

has send salaam (salutation) then give his/her salutation
and mention his/her name.

Then either while standing or sitting by either the headrest
side or on either of the sides of the holy grave recite
either:

Some verses of the holy Qur’aan Or

Read the four Qul 1 time each and read soorah (chapter)
Faatihah once Or

Recite Durood shareef once, soorah (chapter) Faatihah
once, soorah (chapter) Ikhlaas 3 times, and then agian
Durood Shareef once.

After reading this forward its rewards like this:

this reward to the master of this shrine (if you know the
name then with great respect take the name) and elevate

his status, and may his holy soul be happy with us.

Yaa Ilaahal ‘Aalameen! By the waseelah (mediation)
of this beloved person fulfill my lawful desires and remove

all my worries.”

After this, address the Master of the Shrine

“O Master of the Shrine! You are a beloved of Allaah
Ta‘aalaa and His holy beloved Prophet (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi

Wa Sal-lam). I am requesting through your waseelah
(mediation) in the court of Allaah. You give sifaarish

(recommendation) in my favour and have mercy on me.”

Then address Allaah Kareem

“Yaa Ilaahal ‘Aalameen! Please accept and approve
the sifaarish (recommendation) of this holy person on
my behalf and by his grace remove all my problems.

Aameen.”

Note: It is not right for women to visit graves without a
mahram (with whom marriage is prohibited) or without
proper veil (pardah).
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A Summary by the Righteous Saints Concerning
Some Important Terms of Tasawwuf

Tasawwuf (spiritual action) means to be engaged with
Allaah Kareem Jalla Shaanahu in such a way that one
abandons all worldly and sensual pleasures and achieves
the best cleanliness and purification of the heart thus
becoming Fanaa Fil-Laah (annihilated in Allaah).

ARKAAN-E-TAREEQAT

(The Essentials of the Spiritual Path)

1. Zikr
2. Fikr
3. Muhaasabah
4. Muraaqabah
5. Raabitah

1. ZIKR:
To be so absorbed in the remembrance of Allaah Kareem
such that one does not forget Him for even one breath.

DAST BAKAAR DIL BAYAAR
(One’s hands are engaged in work while one’s heart
remains busy in remembrance)

TASAWWUF
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is an indication of complete attachment. Because for
afaadah (to give benefit), istifaadah (to gain benefit) and
wasool (to get closer to Allaah) no way is closer than
raabitah. Let us see which fortunate person Allaah
Ta’aalaa makes to become a seeker of help by this good
fortune (i.e.raabitah).”

Hazrat Khawaajah Ahraar Qad-dasal-Laahu Sir-ruhul
‘Azeez writes in the book Fiqraat, “Saayah-e-Rahbar
Beh Ast Zikr-e-Haq” meaning, “The shadow of a peer
(holy mentor)  is better than Zikr-e-Haq (i.e. remembrance
of the Truth”.

By saying that the shadow of a peer (holy mentor) is
better than Zikr-e-Haq refers to the assurance of gaining
benefit. Which means, for a disciple, being in the Saayah-
e-Rahbar (shadow of his spiritual guide) is more profitable
than zikr. This is because for a disciple during Manaazil-
e-Sulook (stages of decorum of conduct) complete
attachment with Allaah Kareem is not achievable as full
benefit is not possible by only reciting zikr.

An interpretator of these writings while summarizing,
explained that for a disciple the peer is a unique medium
who has gained a strong connection with the “Invisible
One in the Unseen” (i.e. Allaah Kareem) and appears
as a creation in human form. So, a disciple will receive
greater hidden bounties of his spritual guide the stronger
his connection to his spritual guide.

2. FIKR:
To relentlessly quest with one’s heart and soul for
Qurb-e-Ilaahee (closeness to Allaah Kareem).

3. MUHAASABAH:
To gain the pleasure of Allaah Kareem by the strict
supervision and correction of one’s actions and affairs.

4. MURAAQABAH:
To sit with complete attention towards Allaah Kareem
waiting for faiez (grace) from the Mamba-e-Faiez (Origin
of Grace) i.e. Allaah Kareem. (Done by focusing on a
particular topic in one’s heart at a certain time).

5. RAABITAH:
Keeping the connection created with Allaah, through a
spiritual guide, continously strong so that it does not
change. (This is also called Tassaw-wur-e-Shaiekh).

Hazrat Imaam-e-Rab-baani Mujaddid-e-Alf-e-Saani
Shaiekh Ahmad Faarooqi Sarhindi Qud-dis-Sir-ruhu writes
in his Maktoobaat (pg 187 of Book # 1, part 3) that of all
the ways of connecting with Allaah Ta’aalaa, this way
(Tareeq-e-Raabitah) is the closest. Also, that raabitah
is more beneficial for disciple than saying zikr
(remembrance of Allaah Kareem).

He further states: “Know that, for a disciple, the open
and direct link between the spiritual guide and a disciple
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“Zaañ Roo’e keh chashm-e-tust Ahwal
Ma‘bood-e-tou Peer-e-Tust Aw-wal”

Hazrat Urwatul Wusqaa (Firm Handle of True Faith)
Khawaajah Muhammad Ma‘soom (Rah.matul-Laahi ‘Alaieh)

says, “The meaning of raabitah is that a disciple should
protect the image of his spiritual guide in his heart.”

In the poetic verse mentioned above the word ma‘bood
does not mean Ma‘bood-e Haqeeqee (the one true
worship) rather it refers to Mutaa‘ Wa Mat boo’ (the
person who is followed and obeyed).

Respected commentors of the Holy Quraan have said
that based on the verse “Laa Ta‘budush Shaiet.aan”, the
word ‘ta’budu’ does not mean ‘worship’ here, it means
‘obey’ so it means ‘do not obey Shaietaan’. This is further
supported by this strong evidence in reply to the false
accusation made by Shiites (Rawaafiz): “Ahl-e-Sunnat
Wa Jamaa‘at do not have love for Hazrat Saiyyidinaa
‘Alee (Karram-ul-Laahu Wajhahu)”, Hazrat Shaiekhul
Muhaddiseen Hazrat Shaah Abdul Azeez Dehlvi
Naqashbandee Mujaddidee (Rah. matul-Laahi ‘Alaieh) stated in
his famous book Tuhfah-e-Isnaa Ashariyah, that: “Hazrat
Amir wa zur-riy-yah taahirah ooraa ham chu peeraañ
may parastand”. This means “Hazrat ‘Alee and his pure
progeny are to be followed as spiritual guides”. Which

tells you that he takes the meaning of the word ‘may-
parastand’ as ‘following’ or ‘to obey’. (For details see the
book Tuhfah-e-Isnaa Ashariyah)

NISBAT:
An internal connection between a true disciple, made
through a spiritual guide, with Allaah Kareem that is
made in such a way that every condition and state is
firm with spirit and soul.

FANAA FISH-SHAIEKH:
To have such perfect and complete devotion and love
towards your spiritual guide, that you become a true
reflection and portrait of his manners, character and
practices, inside and out.

HAAL:
When the internal connection of a devotee becomes
visible then this visibilty is called “haal.” In other
words, perfected spiritual vision is attained.

QAAL:
To only talk by tongue spiritual states and only narrate
the conditions.

WAJD:
Wajd is not screaming, yelling and crying; rather it is an
unusual but unique state whose ascendency is praise-
worthy. Its origin is cited in this verse of the Holy Qur’aan:
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Taqsha ‘ir-ru Minhu Juloodul-Lazeena Yakhshauna Rab-
bahum. (Chapter No.39, Verse No. 23)

NAA SOOT:
This is what the World of Creation is called. It is the
earth, the sky and whatever else that is attestable.

MALAKOOT:
This is what the World of the Unseen is called like the
souls and angels.

JABAROOT:
Jabaroot is a class of Allaah’s attributes. The word
“aalam” is not applicable here because, while “aalam”
refers to everything besides Allaah, Jabaroot comes from
the attributes of Allaah. Attributes are either ‘Aien Zaat
(the Real Self) or Laa ‘Aien Laa Ghaier (neither the Self
nor something different from it).

‘AIEN:
Means the Zaat is defined by the attribute. (This is the way
of Ashaa’irah)

LAA’ AIEN LAA GHAIER:
The attribute does not solely define the Self (Zaat) and
Laa Ghaier means attributes cannot be seperated (in

any quanitity or dimension) from the Self (Zaat). (This is

the way of Hanafee Maaturidee).

LAA HOOT:
What Zaat-e-Bahat (real essence) is called.

AL-INSAAN:
In the opinion of the respected Suufi scholars, insaan
(the human being) is a composition of matter and certain
Mujarradaat (incorporeal aspects). These Mujarradaat
are the soul, heart, Sirr, Khafee and Akhfaa. According
to Suufiyaa-e-Kiraam (Suufi scholars) these five things
are free, meaning they contain neither matter nor quantity
(They are known as Lataa’if-e-Khamsah or the Five
Delicacies).

 ‘Aalam-e-Mujar-radaat:
It is without both matter and quantity.

 ‘Aalam-e-Misaal:
It is pure from matter, but has quantity.

 ‘Aalam-e-Maad-dah:
It relates to both matter and quantity.

(*Note: ‘Aalam-e-Misaal is in between ‘Aalam-e-Mujar radaat and ‘Aalam-
e-Maaddah).
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Concerning Lataa’if-e-Khamsah (the five delicacies), the
respected Suufi scholars have said:

“Al-Lataa’ifu Fuqul ‘Arsh”

These delicacies are above the ‘Arsh (the throne of Allaah)

The verse above indicates the fact that the Lataa’if
(delicacies) are laa makaani (that which is without place),
because they are mujar-rid (incorporeal) as mujar-rid
(incorporeal) is what those who do not have any makaan
(place). Whereas, the ‘Arsh (the throne of Allaah) is a
makaan (place), there is no makaan (place) above it,
which is why the area above the ‘Arsh (the throne of
Allaah) is called laa makaan i.e. ‘without or having no
place’. The ‘Arsh (the throne of Allaah) surrounds all
makaan (places), and according to certain Ahadees
(sayings of the beloved holy Prophet (S.al-lal Laahu ‘Alaiehi

Wa Sal-lam)) it is known that the ‘Arsh (throne of Allaah) is
also a kurah (region).

Other than these Lataa’if-e-Khamsah (five delicacies),
there is the Lateefa-e-Nafs (delicacy of the soul) whose

LATAA’IF-E-KHAMSAH
(The Five Delicacies)
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makaan (place) is in the center of a person’s forehead,
and the Lateefa-e-Qaalbiya (delicacy of form) whose
connection is with the entire human body.

The respected Suufi scholars say that the origin of the
lataa’if (delicacies) of ‘Aalam-e-Khalq (the World of
Creation) is the real essence of any one of the lateefah
(delicacy) from the delicacies of the ‘Aalam-e-Amr (World
of Command).

Allaah Kareem has made a connection between the
Lataa’if-e-Khamsah of ‘Aalam-e-Amr (the World of
Command), which are laa makaan (without place), with
certain corresponding areas of the human body so that
humans become a combination of Khalq (creation) and
Amr (command).

FANAA:
The respected Suufi scholars have interpretated a certain
special condition as fanaa and the conditions beyond
this are called Fanaa ‘ul-Fanaa. These two conditions
are such that they are often experienced by people in
worldly matters.

A summary of fanaa is that once attention is diverted
away from all things, only the thought of mahboob (a
beloved) remains in the heart. Fanaa’ul-Fanaa is when
even the idea of Anaa-Faanin does not exist. (Anaa
Faanin is the recognization of being in a state of fanaa.)
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“Tuo Dar-o-Gum Shud Wisaal Ieenast-o-Bas
Gum Shudan Gum Kun Kamaal Ieenast-o-Bas”

Lose yourself in Allaah Kareem, simply this is wasaal
(to unite) and lose this state of being lost (forget it).

Clearly this is the excellence.

Shaiekh Sa‘adi (Rah.matul-Laahi ‘Alaieh) states:

“Ta‘al-luq Hijaab ast-o-Bay Haa silee
Choo Pewand Haa Bug sulee Waasilee”

Connection is a veil and is not beneficial. When you
break all the joints (worldly attachments) then it will

be waasil (united) towards Allaah.

He further states:

“Juz Yaad-e-Dost Har Cheh Kunee ‘Umr Zaa’e ast
Juz Sir-re ‘Ishq Har cheh Bakhaa nee Bataalatast

Besides the remembrance of Allaah, whatever else that
has been done is a waste of life. Besides understanding
the secret of love, whatever else has been read is useless.

Sa‘dee Busho Lauh-e-Dil Az Naqsh-e-Ghaier-e-Haq
‘Ilmay keh Raah Bahaq Na Numaayad Jihaa lat ast”

Cleanse every thing from the takhti (tablet) of your heart
apart from the engraving of Haqq (the Ultimate Truth).
The knowledge that does not guide to Haqq (the Ultimate
Truth) is ignorance.

Alfas.lu Minal Kul-li Huwal Was. lu Bil Kul-li
Man Lam Yanfas.il (Ae Anid-dunyaa) Lam yat-tas.il

(Ae Bil-laah)

Without breaking away from the world,
one cannot meet Rabb.

(Baabaa sub say tauray, Baabaa Rabb say joray)
(Baabaa (person) break from all, baabaa (person) bond
with Rabb). How is this state achieved? According to the
teaching of the elders:
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“Ta’am-mul Dar Aa’eena-e-Dil Kunee
Safaa’ee Ba tad reej Haasil kunee”

Keep focusing and analyzing the mirror of your heart,
gradually purity will be achieved.

“Gham-e-Jumlah Khur Dar Hawaa’e Yakay
Muraa‘aat-e-Sad Kun Baraa’e Yakay”

For the desire of the One (Allaah Ta‘aalaa) take
everyone’s sorrow and for the One (Allaah Ta‘aalaa)

respect everyone.

LATAA’IF-E-KHAMSAH:
Lateefah (delicacy) is a state of ecstasy and a pleasure
of the heart, which is percieved by the soul. To
understand, we can say it is like the pleasure or joy of
something.

1. Lateefa’-e-Qalb:
Its place is in the human heart, which is generally on the
left side of the chest. The color of its noor (light) is yellow
and it is under the feet of Hazrat Aadam (‘Alaiehis-Salaam).

2. Lateefa’-e-Rooh:
Its place is on the right side of the chest. The color of its

noor (light) is red and it is beneath the feet of Hazrat
Ibraaheem (‘Alaiehis-Salaam).

3. Lateefa’-e-Sirr:
Its place is between the heart and the centre of the chest.
The color of its noor (light) is white and it is beneath the
feet of Hazrat Moosa (‘Alaiehis-Salaam).

4. Lateefa-e-Khafee:
Its position is to the right of the centre of the chest. The
color of its noor (light) is black and it is beneath the feet
of Hazrat ‘Ieesaa (‘Alaiehis-Salaam).

5. Lateefa’-e-Akhfaa:
Its place is in the middle of the chest. Its noor (light) is
green and it is beneath the feet of Rasool-e-Kareem
(S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam).

To go through these Lataa’if (delicacies) do muraaqabah
(see pg 240) and visualize your spiritual guide.
Remember, bounty comes from that Deity who is without
comparison and beyond imagination (Bay chooñ wa Bay
chuguuñ). The niy-yat (intention) to go through each of
the Lataa’if (delicacies) should be done as follows:

1. O Allaah, the bounty of Tajal-liyaat-e-Af‘aaliyah
(manifestation of actions), that You cast from the blessed
Lateefa’-e-Qalb of Rasool-e-Kareem (S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi

Wa Sal-lam) in to the heart of Hazrat Aadam (‘Alaiehis-Salaam)
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cast into my Lateefa’-e-Qalb, through the waseelah
(mediation) of my spiritual guide.

2. O Allaah, the bounty of Tajalliyaat-e-Sifaatiyah
Subootiyah (manifestation of substantial qualities or
postitve attributes) that You Cast from the blessed
Lateefa’-e-Rooh of Rasool-e-Kareem (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi

Wa Sal-lam) in to the Lateefa’-e-Rooh of Hazrat Ibraaheem
(‘Alaiehis-Salaam) cast into my Lateefa’-e-Rooh, through the
waseelah (mediation) of my spiritual guide.

3. O Allaah, the bounty of Tajalliyaat-e-Shu’oon Zaatiyah
(manifestations of natural dignities) that You Cast from
the blessed Lateefa’-e-Sirr of Rasool-e-Kareem (S.al-lal-

Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) in to the Lateefa’-e-Sirr of Hazrat
Moosa (‘Alaiehis-Salaam) cast into my Lateefa’-e-Sirr, through
the waseelah (mediation) of my spiritual guide.

4. O Allaah, the bounty of Tajalliyaat-e-Sifaat-e-Salbiyah
(manifestation of private attributes) that You Cast from
the blessed Lateefa’-e-Khafee of Rasool-e-Kareem (S.al-

lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) in to the Lateefa’-e-Khafee of
Hazrat ‘Ieesaa (‘Alaiehis-Salaam) cast into my Lateefa’-e-
Khafee, through the waseelah (mediation) of my spiritual
guide.

5. O Allaah, the bounty of Tajalliyaat-e-Shaan-e Jaamee‘
(manifestation of comprehensive dignity) that You Cast
in to the blessed Lateefa’-e-Akhfaa of Rasool-e-Kareem

(S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) cast into my Lateefa-e’-Akhfaa,
through the waseelah (mediation) of my spiritual guide.

To activate the Lataa’if-e-Khamsah in the human body,
waazaa’if (phrases) have been taught by the spiritual
guides of the Suufi chain of Naqshbandeeyah which are
as follows:

 By reading this brief durood shareef “S.al-lal Laahu
‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam” abundantly, the Lateefa’-e-Qalb is
activated. The way to read it is that while repeating
durood shareef, turn your face in the direction of the
rauza (mausoleum) of the beloved holy Prophet (S.al-lal

Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) and in your heart think, “I am present
at the Rauza-e-Aqdas (sacred mausoleum) of the holy
Prophet (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam). And the grace and
bounty from Allaah Kareem Jal-la Shaanahu is going
into the blessed heart of Rasool-e-Kareem (S.al-lal-Laahu

‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam). And from the sacred heart of Rasool-e-
Kareem (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) it is pouring into my
heart like a stream of water.” (This durood shareef must
be read with full attention on your heart).

 Read Aayat-e-Kareemah, the verse below, 100 times
after each of the five prayers daily:

Laa Ilaaha Il-laa Anta Subh.aa naka In-nee Kuntu
Minaz..-z..aalimeen
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 Whilst standing, sitting and walking, with every breath
continue zikr (remembrance of Allaah) so that your heart
keeps saying “Al-Laahu Al-Laah”. Keep paying attention
to your heart and keep your heart’s attention towards
Allaah Kareem.

 To activate the Lateefa’-e-Rooh read one of the
following durood shareef:

S.al-lal-Laahu Alan-Nabeey-yil Um-meey-yi
Wa Aalihi Wa Sal-lam

Or

S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaa Muh. ammadin-Nabeey-yil
Um-meey-yi Wa Aalihi Wa Sal-lam

 Then to activate Lateefa’-e-Sirr and Lateefa-e-Khafee
read the following durood shareef:

S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaa H. abeebihi
Muh.ammadiñw-Wa ‘Alaa Aalihi Wa Sal-lam

 And after ‘Ishaa salaat read this durood shareef
1100 times: S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam

Then by controlling your breath, as described below
(Habs-e-Damm), repeat the name of Allaah “Al-Laahu
Al-Laah”.

 Habs-e-damm:
Breath deeply from your mouth towards your heart and
hold your breath. As your heart beats say Al-Laahu Al-
Laah without moving your tongue or exhaling. That is,
with your tongue touching the roof of your mouth keep
your mouth closed and while holding your breath repeat
the name of Allaah.

When you want to exhale, never ever do so from your
mouth. Instead exhale through your nose; and when you
exhale say:-

Ilaahee Maqsood-e-Man Tu’ee Wa Razaa’e tou,
Maraa Mahabbat-o-Ma‘rfat-e-Khud Badeh

(Ilaahee! My aim is You and Your Happiness. Give me
Your Love and Your Knowledge.)
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 Then to activate Lateefa’-e-Akhfaa read the following
durood shareef:

Al-Laah.um-ma S.al-li Wa Sal-lim ‘Alaa Saiy-yidinaa
Muh.ammadiñw-Wa ‘Alaa Aali Saiy-yidinaa

Muh.ammadin Bi‘adadi Kul-li Ma‘loomil-Laka

By reading this durood shareef, the excursion to the
highest status of Lateefa’-e-Akhfaa begins.

 For worldly and religious needs read this durood
shareef abundantly:

Al-Laahum-ma S.al-li ‘Alaa Saiy-yidinaa
Muh.ammadiñw-Wa ‘Alaa Aali Saiy-yidinaa

Muh. ammadin Bi‘adadi Kul-li Zar-ra tim-mi’ata
Alfa Alfi Mar-ratin Wa Baarik Wa Sal-lim ‘Alaieh.

This durood shareef can also be read like this:

Al-Laahum-ma S.al-li ‘Alaa Saiy-yidinaa Muh.ammadin
-Wa ‘Alaa Aali Saiy-yidinaa Muh.ammadin Bi‘adadi
Kul-li Ma‘loomil-laka Mia’ata Alfa Alfi Mar-ratiñw-

Wa Baarik Wa Sal-lim ‘Alaieh.

 Besides these Lataa’if-e-Khamsah (the five delicacies),
Sultaan-ul-Azkaar, Habs-e-Dam and Zikr-e-Nafee Wa
Asbaat (Laa ilaaha il-lal-laahu) are very beneficial for
the promotion of the spirtitual stages.

A spiritual guide teaches the way of Sultaan-ul-Azkaar
to that person who has already achieved excellence in
Lataa’if-e-Khamsah.
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The Phrases (and their brief meanings)
Taught by the Spiritual Guides of the

Naqshbandee Chain:

Hosh Dar Dam:
To awaken and be aware of every breath in such a way
that each breath you inhale and exhale is neither free
nor ignorant from the remembrance of Allaah.

Nazar Bar Qadam:
Not to glance here and there while sitting, standing,
walking or moving around. That is, taking care that your
sight is not misused in any way and distractions do not
come in your heart.

Safar Dar Watan:
To go from Sifaat-e-Basharee (attributes of humanity)
to Sifaat-e-Malaki (attributes of angels) and Sifaat-e-
Zameemah (attributes of imperfection) to Sifaat-e-
Hameedah (attribute of perfection). This internal journey
is better than an external journey. And instead of focusing
on the World of Creation, one pays attention to the Allaah
Kareem. Meaning, you discard all those things and
actions which hinder the heart and soul from achieving
purification, cleansing and enlightenment.

Khalwat Dar Anjuman:
To stay engaged with Allaah Kareem with every moment
of your heart, and to observe the secrets. “Dast Bakaar,
Dil Bayaar” meaning to be engaged in work but heart is
engaged with Allaah. To gain excellence by acheiving
Allaah Kareem‘s attention.

Yaad Kard:
To keep your heart and tongue engaged in the
remembrance of Allaah Kareem. And for every deed
keep the happiness of Allaah as the objective.

Baaz Gasht:
Not to be captivated by the conditions developed by the
daily recitation of spiritual phrases and not to think these
conditions are the ultimate purpose. Rather try to remain
a seeker of Allaah’s recognition, love and happiness and
keep supplicating.

Nigah Daasht:
To keep trying to cleanse and purify yourself internally
and externally, and not to allow the thoughts of selfish
desires, satanic temptations, inclinations to sin, and
excessive wasteful talking to remain in the heart. And
not to allow, for a moment, the thought of any doubt or
any thing besides the Truth.

Yaad Daasht:
To perpetually concentrate on Allaah Ta’aalaa in such a
way that it is not done by words and thoughts but rather
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complete attention is towards Haqeeqat-e-Aslee (the
True Reality).

Wuqoof Zamaane:
To continuously judge yourself on how you spend your
time. In every moment, be aware of yourself so that there
is no negligence or disobedience.

Wuqoof-e-‘Adadee:
In zikr (remembrance) and daily reading (wazaa’if) read
in odd numbers . That is always keeping Allaah’s
happiness in mind and be conscious of what results are
being derived.

Wuqoof-e-Qalbee:
To be completely devoted to Allaah Kareem and to keep
only His remembrance in your heart, keep focusing on
your heart so that nothing external can enter you heart
and distract you. While concentrating continuously and
being aware of all your heart’s conditions, keep them
correct.

Ae Naqsh Band-e-‘Aalam Naqsh-e-Maraa Bi’band
Naqsh-e-Chunaañ Biband Keh Goyand Naqsh band

In Islaam odd numbers are 1,3,5,7,9. If a number is two digits or greater
then the sum of all the digits determines if it is odd. For example 100 is
1+0+0=1, therefore it is odd.

Walaayat (the friendship of Allaah) is of three kinds:

1. Fitree (Born)
2. Wahbee (Gifted)
3. Kasbee (Earned)

And their excellence is also in the same order.

1. Fitree (Born):
Those who are Friends of Allaah Kareem (also known
as the holy masters) by birth.

2. Wahbee (Gifted):
Those who become Friends of Allaah, by someone’s
gracious glance (nazar-e-Karam) and bounty (faiez).

3. Kasbee (Earned):
Those who become Friends of Allaah Kareem by hard
work and devotion. Meaning, through abundant worship
with sincerity and purity.

It is a saying of my holy Prophet (S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa

Sal-lam) from Mishkaat Shareef (book of Hadees):-

FRIENDS OF ALLAAH (Auliyaa Allaah)
AND THIER GRADES

O Shaah-e-Naqahband! you who engraved the Name of Allaah in the world,
in my heart engrave His Name such as your grandeur does.
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Khulafaa (chiefs or Nuqabaa) are three. Qutb-e ‘Aalam
(pivot of the world or Qutb-e-Madaar) is one. And no one
recognizes him except those three Khulafaa (chiefs).”

Hazrat Shaiekh-e-Akbar Muhyud-deen Ibne ‘Arabee
(Rah.matul Laahi ‘Alaiehi) says:-
“Because of Qutb-e-‘Aalam (pivot of the world), the
Markaz-e-‘Aalam (centre of the world) stands firm. It has
two Imaams (ministers); one on the right and one on the
left. The one on the right is appointed for the security of
the ‘Aalam-e Arwaah (world of souls) and the one on the
left is appointed for the security of the ‘Aalam-e Ajsaam
(world of bodies). The four Autaad (pegs) are their
subordinates who are the protectors of the four directions;
mashriq (east), maghrib (west), shumaal (north) and
junoob (south). The seven Abdaal (holy masters) of
aqaalim-e-sab’ah (the seven continents) are the protectors
of the seven Walaayat (origins of Holiness).”

Allamah Ismaa ‘eel Haq-qee (Rah.matul Laahi ‘Alaiehi) says
in his book Rooh ul Biyaan:-
“After the death of the Qutb-e-‘Aalam (pivot of the world)
his left minister succeeds him. Then the one on the right
replaces the left minister. From the subordinates of the
Auliyaa (holy masters) someone is promoted and given
the position of the right side minister. This number is
only for the holy masters who are appointed for duty of
the worldly management.”
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“In the country of Syria, forty abdaal (saints who keep
changing) will always stay, and by their blessing the
people of the earth will have rains.”

My beloved holy Prophet (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam)

says:-
“Among my followers there will always be three hundred
Auliyaa (holy masters) such who will be on the foot steps
of Hazrat Aadam (‘Alaiehis-Salaam). Forty Auliyaa (holy
masters) will be on the footsteps of Hazrat Moosaa
(‘Alaiehis-Salaam). Seven Auliyaa (holy masters) will be on
the footsteps of Hazrat Ibraheem (‘Alaiehis-Salaam). Also,
there will be five such Auliyaa (holy masters) whose
hearts will be on the heart of Hazrat Jibra’eel (‘Alaiehis-

Salaam), three on Hazrat Mikaa’eel (‘Alaiehis-Salaam) and one
whose heart will be on Hazrat Israafeel’s (‘Alaiehis-Salaam)

heart. When this one will die, then one from the three
will be placed in their postiton. The loss from the three
will be fulfilled by the five, and the loss from the five will
be fulfilled by the seven. The loss of seven will be fulfilled
by the forty, and the loss of forty will be fulfilled by three
hundred friends of Allaah and the loss of these three
hundred will be fulfilled by the Muslim ummah.”

(Mirqaat Sharah Mishkaat)

Hazrat Abu Usmaan Maghribi (Rah.matul Laahi ‘Alaiehi) says:-
“The abdaal, (holy masters), also known as Qaiy-yoom,
are forty. Pious Amnaa (trustees or Abraar) are seven.
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The number of the holy masters is uncountable as
Hazrat ‘Abdul-Laah Bin ‘Ab-baas (Rad. iyal-Laahu Ta‘aalaa)

says:
“Whenever there are forty pious muslims gathered at
one place, one among them is definitely a walee (friend
of Allaah).

And there are some true believers who are friends of
Allaah Kareem but they are not aware of being a walee
(friend of Allaah Kareem). Make it clear that anyone who
does not have true belief can never be  a true Waleeyul
Allaah (friend of Allaah Kareem).”

lam). Spread your hands and raise them (to the level of
your shoulders), make your requests humbly, modestly
and by shedding tears.

Supplicate by the mediation of the Names of Allaah
Kareem (Asmaa-ul-Husnaa), attributes of Allaah Kareem
mentioned in the book and sunnah, and also by the
waseelah (mediation) of His beloved Prophet (S.al-lal Laahu

‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) and all His beloved.

At the end of your supplication say “Aameen,” and finish
your supplication with durood shareef and salaam
(salutations). Face the holy Qiblah during supplication,
keep in mind not to turn your back to the Muwaajah
Shareef (holy Lattice) of the Mausoleum of the beloved
Prophet (S.al-lal Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) or the holy shrines
of the beloved of Allaah. Instead turn your side towards
their holy face.

Remember your parents and your spiritual guide in your
every supplication.

Any person whose diet is not lawful or pure; or who
breaks off ties or connections, his supplications are not
accepted.

Auspicious supplications are accepted at the following
times: in the last part of the night; between the Azaan
and the Aqaamat; the night between Thursday and
Friday; on Friday during the Friday prayers; after the
Azaan; at the time of opening rozah (fast); early hours
of Monday morning (at the time of birth of the holy Prophet
(S.al-lal Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam)); on visiting certain holy places;
in holy gatherings of zikr-e-Ilaahee (remembrance of
Allaah Kareem) and zikr-e-Rasool (Remembrance of the
holy Prophet (S. al-lal Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam)); on finishing
the holy Quraan; in the month of Ramadaan; the evening
of the birth of the holy Prophet (S. al-lal Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-
lam) (12 Rabi-ul-Awwal); the evening of Qadr (the night
between the 26th and 27th of Ramadaan); the evening
of Baraa’at (the night between the 14th and 15th of
Sha’baan); and all other holy nights.

Supplications of the oppressed are accepted until
liberation from oppression; a haaji’s supplication until he
reaches home; a crusader’s supplication as long as he
continues to fight (jihad); a patient’s supplication until he
is cured and the supplication of one Muslim brother in
the absence of another brother.

O Allaah! Include us in the auspicious supplications of
the Muslims and accept all our kind supplications in the
favour of all Muslims. Aameen!

Daily, or on every Friday or every Monday read this
“Tuhfa’e Kaukab” (Gift of Kaukab), and blow air on water
and drink this water. Also blow on your hands and rub
on your whole body. In Shaa Allaah you will be cured
from illness, and will be protected from ill effects and
magic.

(Ghufira Lahu)
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of allegiance) to become a mureed (disciple), it means
your happiness and desires should be the same as your
peer (guide). It is essential to obey the orders of your
peer. The love of the peer is in reality the love of Allaah
Ta‘aalaa and the holy Prophet (S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-
lam). The more love and devotion you have for your peer
the more bounty and benefits you will receive.

We must remember Faith is the basis of religious
and worldly affluence and the deliverance in the world
hereafter. It is essential to have the right and true beliefs
in order to achieve honor and benefit in our actions.
Otherwise our rewards will not be awarded. A true peer
(spiritual guide) is one who has true beliefs according to
Sharee’at and Sunnat. And a true mureed (disciple) is
one who has the correct beliefs and is completely obedient
and submissive to his peer.

It is important for every Muslim to have basic
knowledge about the essentials of religion, beliefs and
worship practices etc. The five times of Salaat is
compulsory on every man and woman who is sensible
and of age and it is important to remind your children
and Muslim servants.

Zakaat is fard (obligatory) on every well off and
established Muslim. Every year, it should be given away
by making an accurate calculation on your wealth. If you
have not paid zakaat of the previous years then pay it
immediately either all together or little by little in small

 It is our duty to remember and recognize that Islaam
is the religion chosen for us by Allaah Subhaana
Ta’aa laa. If we practice this religion wholeheartedly and
remain subservient than we will be prosperous in this
world and hereafter.
 Remember Hanafee, Shaafi’ee, Hanmbalee and

Maalikee are the four true beliefs. They are all Ahl-e-
Sunnat Wa Jamaa‘at, and Ahl-e-Sunnat Wa Jamaa‘at
is the true path. All the opposing sects: Wahaabi,
Deobandi, Tableeghi, Maudoodi, Chakraalwi, Ghaier
Muqallid, Shee‘ah, Raafizi, Khaarji etc are all misguided
and of wrong beliefs. They are the enemies of Allaah
Ta‘aalaa and the beloved holy Prophet (S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi
Wa Sal-lam). We must keep away from them, as they are
enemies of our Faith. We should not read their books
or attend their gatherings. We must stay steadfast in our
beliefs and we must embrace goodness and prosperity.
Always be careful not to indulge in baseless and vain
debates without religious knowledge.

Remember when you take a baie’at* (take an oath

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

*Tareeqat (The pact of initiation into a Suufi path). This pact, which is in truth a pact
between Allaah and His bondsman, eternally bonds together the peer and his mureed.
Within the baie’at there is a sacred moment in which the barakat (spiritual energy) of the
silsilah (spiritual chain) is transferred from the peer to the mureed. This enables the
mureed to make a spiritual journey in safety under Divine Protection and within Divine
aid. (Al-Qamuus Al-Suufi)
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proportions. It is a sin to delay it. Sadaqah and khaieraat
should also be given out beside zakaat. This dispels
affliction and misfortune. Keep in mind that Zakaat given
to people with wrong beliefs (Wahaabi, Deobandi etc)
or their organizations will not be accepted. Remember
the work they do damages the Ahl-e-Sunnat Wa Jamaa’at.
With your money and hence assistance, you will also be
included in their sin and damage.

 The interest you receive on money in banks should
not be left there. It should be taken out and distributed
among the poor people without making a niyyat (intention)
for rewards. Because the bank will take the money and
non-muslim will use this money in propaganda against
Islaam. Remember to give or take interest (Suud) or use
interest money in business is strictly forbidden. In your
personal and business financial matters keep a written
record of all your transactions so that you have no regrets
about worldly affairs and especially, avoid conflicts with
close relatives and have no regrets in conflicting matters.

One should demonstrate love and compassion
towards others. We all have our duties to each other,
which must be fulfilled. We can only establish peace,
harmony, love and unity by executing this in our homes
and receive blessing and prosperity.

Ramadaan: It is Fard  (obligatory) to fast in the month
of Ramadaan. If you don’t fast or miss due to any illness
or unavoidable reason then you must complete them
before the next Ramadaan. Remember! Rozah is not

just staying hungry. The reason of fasting is to achieve
taqwaa (piousness). You have to remember Allaah
Taa‘aalaa is always watching you.

For every healthy and capable Muslim it is fard
(obligatory) to perform Hajj once in a lifetime. One must
not delay in performing Hajj as life is very unpredictable.
You should consider yourself very fortunate to visit the
holy cities of Makkah and Madinah. And after performing
Hajj and Umrah one must remain firm on virtue and
righteousness.

Lies are the root of all evil. By all means guard
yourself against it. It is very important to be protected
from immoral deeds such as gossiping, backbiting,
indecent talk, lying, abusive language, blaming, spreading
rumors, accepting of unlawful profit, bribing, treachery,
showing off, vanity, fraud, arrogance, cheating, stealing,
gambling, drinking alcohol, adultery, sodomy, cruelty etc.
It is a sin for a true believer to hate and keep grudges
against another true believer.

It is necessary for Muslim men to keep a beard. It
is haraam to shave or trim the beard or adopt the style
of the non-Muslims and transgressors. It is necessary
that Muslim men and women look and dress according
to Sharee‘at and Sunnat. Thin and transparent clothing
that clearly reveals your body or hair should not be worn.
It is necessary for Muslim men to insist that their women
to wear pardah (veil). It is also a great sin for a man to
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adopt the style of a woman and for a woman to adopt
the style of a man.

Remember all worship should be performed purely
for Allaah Ta‘aalaa. The purpose of virtue should be the
happiness of Allaah Ta‘aalaa and the beloved holy
Prophet (S.al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam). Do not leave any
good deed thinking it is too small. And do not commit a
sin thinking it is small. Keep fearing Allaah Ta‘aalaa and
remember death will come.

Women should perform their prayers at home. If
proper arrangement of pardah is made and they are with
a mahram (someone they are prohibited from marrying)
they can go to listen to the lectures and admonition of
the Scholars of Truth. Provided they are observing proper
pardah (veil).

For the purpose of forwarding rewards, every
Qaadiree should do Faatihah of Giyaarhween Shareef
every month. On the following nights, one must stay
awake and pray:

Shab-e-‘Aashooraa (10th night of Muharram)
Shab-e-Meelaad (12th night of Rabi-ul-Awwal)
Giyaarhween Shareef (11th night of Rabi-us-Saani)
Shab-e-Mi‘raaj (27th night of Rajab)
Shab-e-Baraa’at (15th night of Sha‘baan)
Shab-e-Qadr (the odd nights of the last ten days i.e. 
21th, 23th, 25th, 27th and 29th of Ramadaan)
The night of ‘Eid-ul-Fitr
The 8th, 9th, and 10th night of Zil Hijj.

And during these nights truly appeal to Allaah
Ta‘aalaa for the forgiveness of your sins and pray for all
the Muslims. Pray especially for your close relatives and
peer. Ieesaal-e-Sawaab (the forwarding of rewards)
should be made for those true Muslims who have
departed from this world. Try to stay with wuzu (ablution)
at all times. Fast on the 12th of Rabi-ul-Awwal, 10th of
Muharram, and 15th of Sha‘baan. It is a means of virtue
and auspiciousness. And to visit graves of true Muslims
especially on the night of 15th Sha‘baan is sunnat.

Always try to keep improving your character. Respect
the elders, take care of them and treat the younger with
kindness. Pay special attention to the education and up
bringing of your children. Keep your enviorment clean.
Daily read some part of the Holy Qur’aan and read durood
shareef abundantly. Do not under perform your religious,
moral and national duties and obligations.

It is a sin to do or co-operate in any work against
Sharee’at. Do not obey anyone’s orders which contradict
Sharee‘at or Sunnat.

Remember! For the happiness of Allaah Subhaanahu
Ta‘aalaa and His beloved holy Prophet, the Mercy unto
the Worlds, the Light Personified and the Elevated
Intercessor (S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) you have promised
by taking a Baie‘at-e-Irshaad (oath of allegiance for
seeking guidance) or Baie‘at-e-Tabar-ruk (oath of
allegiance for blessings) on the hands of this humble
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servant of Islaam. That by staying in the religion of Truth,
Ahl-e-Sunnat Wa Jamaa‘at. You will obey the rules of
Sharee‘at and Sunnat; guard against sins and against
disobeying Allaah Ta‘aalaa and His beloved holy Prophet
(S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam) and you will follow your peer’s
teachings and instructions.

May Allaah Ta‘aalaa give you strength to stay firm on
your promise and give you divine help to fulfill your
promise completely with perfection. Remember, it is
haraam (prohibited) and very bad to break a promise.
To gain knowledge of your beliefs and details of true
virtues read the books of this servant of the religion and
nation and other scholars of the Truth, Ahl-e-Sunnat Wa
Jamaa‘at.

This servant of Ahl-e-Sunnat on whose hand you have
made an oath of allegiance, he, himself, is nothing and
is very sinful. His silsilah (connection of sainthood) is
linked to the pious and dear servants of the Origin of
Beneficence and prosperity, the beloved holy Prophet
(S. al-lal-Laahu ‘Alaiehi Wa Sal-lam).

In Shaa Allaah due to this connection you will certainly
receive benefits and favours in this world and the
hereafter. It is mandatory for you to keep praying for safety
for this humble and vulnerable servant.
